	Lesson Plan Title:  
	The Cost of a Movement

	Lesson Overview:  
	Political movements are critical components to change and progress made in United States; the Parramore Heritage Trail is no different. Tantamount to these movements are the individual participants themselves. This lesson explores national and regional political movements, their participants, and the costs affiliated with taking part in changing the history Orlando.

	Curriculum-Framing Questions
	Essential Question:
	When one decided to participate in the Parramore Heritage Trail, what were the associated costs of their participation then and in today’s economy?

	
	Focus/Guiding Questions:
	· When did this movement take place? 

· Why did the movement take place?
· Who (which groups) participated in the movement?

· In which location did the movement take place?
· What historical implications directly resulted from the movement?
· What were the costs associated with one’s participation in the movement?
· What would those costs be in today’s economy?

	
	Foundation Questions:
	· From where did participants travel?
· To what extent did participant demographic differ?

· Were there financial and/or economic barriers to overcome? What were they?  How?


	Lesson/Module Summary: 
	This lesson explores the local political movement, the Parramore Heritage Trail that has shaped the society of the Orlando area. Over the decades, the public has rallied and organized to elicit institutional changes to the American way of life, but at what expense? Students will research the Parramore Heritage Trail, learn about those who participated (their lives, rationale for joining the cause, journey, and costs of participation) then create a narrative/story about the events affiliated with one’s involvement in the political movement. This lesson concludes with a digital artifact (video, audio, timeline, and/or Website) that documents this story through sharing the person’s experiences, journey, outcomes, and costs (in historical and today’s economy) of joining in the political movement. 

	Objectives and Standards
	Student Learning Objectives for Lesson/Module: 
	As a result of this lesson, students should be able to:

· Describe the history and significance of the Parramore Heritage Trail political movement to Orlando and American culture.
· Identify and describe the backgrounds and demographics of those who participated in the political movement. 
· Track and document the journey of those who participated in the pollical movement.
· Calculate the costs affiliated with participation in the political movement in historical and today’s economy. 

· Create a narrative and digital artifact to tell the story of one’s participation in the political movement. 

	
	Student Learning Goals: 
	· Research the Parramore Heritage Trail movement in the Orlando and desired outcomes. 
· Explore which populations participated in the political movement and why. 
· Track the journey of one who would participate in a political movement.
· Define the costs associated with one’s participation in the political movement. 
· Calculate costs of participation in historical and today’s economy. 
· Author a story that describes the participation of one who was involved in a political movement.

· Create/produce a digital artifact to record the story, journey, costs of being involved in a political movement.

	Lesson/Module Activities
	Section 1: Getting Started
	The lesson will begin with determining the information that students already know and later after researching as a whole class activity will analyze the accuracy in the information and what new insight was learned on actual events. Using a KWL activity – students will list what they Know, what students Want to learn, and what students actually learned from the lessons. 

	
	Section 2:  Introducing the Concepts or Skills 
	Various technologies will be implemented throughout the lesson.  Starting with researching, exploring, and creating projects with problem-based learning techniques.
Microsoft Teams will be used for group collaboration and exploration.
Mobile devices will be used to explore heritage trails markers (visible and visible) via AR markers and heritage tools provided in the Parramore heritage trail. 

	
	Section 3: Guided Practice


	· To learn more about the events in the area, students will first be placed in research teams. 

· Each team will research the locations, events, and people of Parramore Heritage Trail movement in order for them, as a team, to explain to create a narrative about a participant experience in the Parramore Heritage Trail. 
· As part of the research, teams will explore the costs one spent to be involved in the Parramore Heritage Trail.
· Students will plan their digital artifact using a storyboard, populated with factual research and information.  
· Student in pairs will work together on a interactive timeline that illustrates and explains the civil right movement in the Parramore area. Students will use key terms and markers used during their research. 

· Experimenting. Students view videos and listen or oral histories of the region while exploring the virtual heritage markers and determine an area to dive deeper to create their interactive poster.  
· Analyzing. The students reports their research through their interpretation of the stories while writing a strong essay using key terms, locations, and actual accounts of events in the local areas. Students will create, share and provide feedback in small and large groups to assist each student in their projects during the activities. Each student investigates and compares the correctness of the written word.


	
	Section 4: Lesson Closure and Final Questions/Activities
	Once research, project plan, and digital artifact are complete, teams will submit their finished products. 
Using cloud storage or a course webpage, the teacher will post each team’s finished project to be viewed by all in the class. 
To close out the lesson, individual students will: 

· Evaluate three (3) of their peers’ projects using Google Forms, Microsoft Forms, or SurveyMonkey aligned to the rubric. 
· Complete KWL chart with what information was learned. 
· Complete a written reflection on project, concepts learned, reinforced, and/or refined through a synthesis of the ideas included from the KWL chart, research, and personal experiences from project creation.



	Student Assessment and Outcomes

	Formative Assessment:
	Each benchmark deliverable requires evidence of completeness and thoroughness: 

· KWL 

· Research

· Narrative

· Storyboard

· Final Digital Artifact
The educator will assess progress and provide feedback to teams’ progress and collaboration to meet learning outcomes. 

	
	Summative Assessment:
	· Educator will use a rubric to assess teams’ digital artifact and provide score/points with feedback.
· KWL and reflection with synthesis will also be submitted as evidence of student learning. Connection to standards will be made and included in the rubrics.
· Students will reflect and compare their research and the factual insight in their projects to the original information they knew in the KWL charts and determine what knowledge they gained and how their perceptions about the movement had changed.  

· Students will reflect on learning facts via a historical developed heritage trail, hearing personal oral histories from local descendants and their accounts of specific events, utilizing the AR markers, developing their research and creating team projects on the economical impact.  Students will share their findings and the details that surrounded the political movement in their area and economic impact of the movement.
